The Leading the
Way Report
(2020)

This report was the result of a
collaboration between members
of the UK Alliance for Global
Equality, and it was coordinated
by the Baring Foundation.

This report set out the need and
rationale for the UK government
to contribute an average of 0.3%
of Official Development
Assistance (ODA) per year, over
a period of five years. This was to
fund new commitments to help
safeguard and protect LGBTQ+
people around the world.

Since then, UK government
funding has increased for
LGBTQ+ projects across the
globe.
